2 Peter 1:3-11
3 His divine power has given us everything we need for life and godliness
through our knowledge of him who called us by his own glory and good-
ness. 4 Through these he has given us his very great and precious prom-
ises, so that through them you may participate in the divine nature, and
escape the corruption in the world caused by evil desires.
5 For this very reason, make every effort to add to your faith goodness;
and to goodness, knowledge; 6 and to knowledge, self-control; and to
self-control, perseverance; and to perseverance, godliness; 7 and to god-
liness, brotherly kindness; and to brotherly kindness, love. 8 For if you
possess these qualities in increasing measure, they will keep you from
being ineffective and unproductive in your knowledge of our Lord Jesus
Christ. 9 But f anyone does not have them, he is nearsighted and blind,
forgetting that he has been cleansed from his past sins.
10 Therefore, my brothers be all the more eager to make your calling and
election sure.  For if you do these things, you will never fall, 11 and you
will receive a rich welcome into the eternal kingdom of our Lord and Sav-
iour Jesus Christ.participate in divine nature.
The Parable of the Wedding Banquet  -  Matt 22:1-14
1 Jesus spoke to them again in parables, saying: 2 “The kingdom of
heaven is like a king who prepared a wedding banquet for his son. 3 He
sent his servants to those who had been invited to the banquet to tell
them to come, but they refused to come.
4 “Then he sent some more servants and said, ‘Tell those who have been
invited that I have prepared my dinner: My oxen and fattened cattle have
been butchered, and everything is ready. Come to the wedding banquet.’
5 “But they paid no attention and went off - one to his field, another to his
business. 6 The rest seized his servants, mistreated them and killed
them. 7 The king was enraged. He sent his army and destroyed those
murderers and burned their city.
8 “Then he said to his servants, ‘The wedding banquet is ready, but those
I invited did not deserve to come. 9 So go to the street corners and invite
to the banquet anyone you find.’ 10 So the servants went out into the
streets and gathered all the people they could find, both good and bad,
and the wedding hall was filled with guests.
11 “But when the king came in to see the guests, he noticed a man there
who was not wearing wedding clothes. 12 “Friend,’ He asked, ‘How did
you get in here without wedding clothes?’ The man was speechless.
13 “Then the king told the attendants, ‘Tie him hand and foot, and throw
him outside, into the darkness, where there will be weeping and gnash-
ing of teeth.’  
14 “For many are invited, but few are chosen.”
