It
certainly wasn’t enough but what it did was give a special gift to so many children and also
the message of Christ to so many. | was able to witness so many happy faces. While not all
the children could be apart of the program, it was a wonderful start to a continuing
opportunity for the future. One of the request was that there would be an opportunity for
some UPG (unreached people group) to received some of the shoe boxes as well as hear the
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While working with two particular unreached UPGs here in this region, that is the Hausa
and Fulani people. (Joshua project) we were able to select some of the camps to participate
in the program. Having been visiting and building relationships with many of the Fulani and
many of the camps, it was not easy to pick one particular group to work with yet the Lord
gave us one site to request that they come and hear the message as well as receive the shoe
box. We had started an English schools in some camps and over 50 children from one Fulani
camp came. Over 100 Hausa children also came for the program. While gathering the first
group, children were sitting so well and listening to every word spoken.

When the call to accept the message all the children raised their hands. What a wonderful
day. Praise the Lord.
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As we give thanks to all the people who prepared every shoe box around the world. This gift puts so
many smiles on each and every face.

As we are able we look at more ways to bring hope to the people. We are not sure how long we will

have this opportunity to share the Love of Christ to people who do not know. But while the day is light
wee will do what we can do.
