Peter denied even knowing Jesus. What has brought such a radical
change in his life?

. Read Acts 2:42-47. What was the regular routine of the early church. God

What was the response of the community to their new lives?

. Verse one begins, “One day...” This day was like every other day. There

was no special service taking place, no program etc. Just like in our lives,
opportunities come to make a difference in someone elses life. What
needs to happen so that we don’t miss those opportunities?

. This paralysed man was put every day to beg from the people going into

the Temple. Why the Temple?
