2. Read John 20:30-31 and Romans 10:17.  From these verses, what is the pur-

pose of the Word of God. 
 
 
 
3. Read 2 Timothy 3:16-17; Genesis 2:7; John 14:26 and 2 Peter 1:20-21.  From 

these verses, what do we learn about how the Bible was written? 
 
 

 
4. Read Hebrews 4:12-13.  From these verses, in conjunction with what you have 

learned from the study so far, what is the relationship between the Holy Spirit, 
the Word of God, and our lives? 

 
 
 
5. Read Luke 24:25-27  God is Holy and perfect in every way.  God breathed out 

His word into the hearts and minds of those who wrote it down.  Jesus Himself 
quoted the Old Testament 78 times.  Why is it important for us to understand 
that the Bible is complete and inerrant? 
 
 
 
2 Timothy 3:16 begins, “All scripture is God breathed...”  We can’t pick and 
choose what we want to believe is true and what isn’t.  What would happen if 
we did? 

 
 
 
6. Read James 1:21-22.  We are called to “humbly accept the word planted in 

you.”  What does it mean that the word is planted in you? 
 
 
Pastor Peter gave 4 steps to engrafting the word of God into our lives.  What 
were those steps, and what will be the effect of doing this? 
 
 
Verse 22 says, “Do not merely listen to the Word, and so deceive yourselves do 
what it says.”  Why would we be deceiving ourselves, if we merely listen and 
don’t do what it says?
