Read Mark 4:35 to 5:71.
1. What causes you the most fear in life? What do you find yourself
worrying about most?

2. God allowed Satan to bring suffering on Job and his family. Jesus told
Peter that Satan had asked to sift them like wheat. Jesus himself is led
into the wilderness by the Holy Spirit where he is tempted by Satan. Do
you find it difficult to believe that God would purpose for us to go
through hard things?
